• Sign in at the Volunteer Check-in 

• Check-In your bag 

• Meet with your manager 

• Get on site and make sure you’re ready  

 for the participants to arrive! 

• Sign out at the Volunteer Check-in before you leave to receive             

your volunteer hours 



RESPONSIBILITY 

• You will be responsible for marshalling the Marathon & 

Half Marathon Start corrals!   

• This means you'll be standing between each separate 

starting colour and making sure the participants are 

staying behind the rope!  



CLOTHING CODE 

• Comfortable clothes 

• Running shoes 

• Wear your volunteer shirt 

• Check the current temperature before leaving your house 



CODE OF CONDUCT 

• Be nice, considerate, understanding and polite with 

participants and fellow volunteers 

• Keep calm in a stressful situation 

• Report to your manager if you encounter a problem
